Designed by Vitruvius Yachts, Philippe Briand is the
artist behind this 55-metre expedition yacht that
recently entered its outfitting phase at Feadship.
Built for adwenture, Shinkai was essentially designed
around the purpose of carrying a 6.5-tonne, three
person submersible on her aft deck while other toys
on board include a Toyota Land Cruiser and two

tenders. Project 708, as she is also known, is expected
to be launched later this year

A highly anticipated new project, the
B8A-metre Zen is the first superyacht

to be completed at Feadship’s modern

Amsterdam facility. Zen's elegant
exterior by De Voogt is complemented
by an interior design and styling from
Italian studios Nauta Design and FM
Architetturain Italy. Up to 16 guests

can be accommodated on board and
a crew of 25 members will live aboard
the yacht.
